The Magistrate is authorized to administer oaths and conduct hearings which may include taking of evidence and shall file a report and recommendations that contain findings of fact, conclusions of law, and the name of the court reporter, if any.
A time and place shall be assigned for the proceedings as soon as reasonably possible after this referral is made and notice shall be given to each of the parties either by the Magistrate or one or more of the parties.
A REFERRAL TO A MAGISTRATE FOR A RESIDENTIAL MORTGAGE FORECLOSURE MATTER REQUIRES THE CONSENT OF ALL PARTIES. YOU ARE ENTITLED TO HAVE THIS MATTER HEARD BEFORE A JUDGE. IF YOU DO NOT WANT TO HAVE THIS MATTER HEARD BEFORE THE MAGISTRATE, YOU MUST FILE A WRITTEN OBJECTION TO THE REFERRAL WITHIN 10 DAYS OF THE TIME OF SERVICE OF THIS ORDER OR WITHIN THE TIME TO RESPOND TO THE INITIAL PLEADING, WHICHEVER IS LATER.  IF THE TIME SET FOR THE HEARING IS LESS THAN 10 DAYS AFTER THE SERVICE OF THIS ORDER, THE OBJECTION MUST BE MADE BEFORE THE HEARING.  FAILURE TO FILE A WRITTEN OBJECTION WITHIN THE APPLICABLE TIME PERIOD IS DEEMED TO BE CONSENT TO THE REFERRAL. REVIEW OF THE REPORT AND RECOMMENDATIONS MADE BY THE MAGISTRATE SHALL BE BY EXCEPTIONS AS PROVIDED IN THIS RULE. A RECORD, WHICH INCLUDES A TRANSCRIPT OF PROCEEDINGS, MAY BE REQUIRED TO SUPPORT THE EXCEPTIONS.  See Florida Supreme Court, In Re: Amendments to Florida Rule Of Civil Procedure 1.490 and New Florida Rule of Civil Procedure 1.491, SC 13-684 (March 13, 2014).

If either party files a timely objection, this matter shall be returned to the senior foreclosure judge with a notice stating the amount of time needed for hearing.


IF REQUIRED BY THE MAGISTRATE, THE ATTORNEYS SHALL PREPARE A PROPOSED REPORT.  FAILURE TO SUBMIT SAID PROPOSED REPORT ON A TIMELY BASIS MAY RESULT IN SANCTIONS BEING IMPOSED BY THE CIRCUIT COURT JUDGE.
REVIEW OF THE REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION MADE BY THE MAGISTRATE SHALL BE BY EXCEPTIONS AS PROVIDED IN RULE 1.490(h) FLORIDA RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE. A RECORD, WHICH INCLUDES A TRANSCRIPT, MAY BE REQUIRED TO SUPPORT EXCEPTIONS. 


YOU ARE ADVISED THAT IN THIS CIRCUIT any party filing exceptions will be required to provide the Court with a record sufficient to support the exceptions, or the exceptions may be denied.  A record sufficient to support exceptions may require a written transcript of the relevant proceedings.  Though civil proceedings before a Judge or Magistrate are not electronically recorded by the Court, parties are advised that foreclosure proceedings before MAGISTRATE FRIEDMAN will be electronically recorded by the Court, or the party may elect to provide a court reporter at that party’s expense.  If no court reporter is present, a party may request an electronic certified copy of the proceeding on CD, at that party’s expense, and may then have the recording transcribed, at that party’s expense.  Providing the Court with a copy of the CD, instead of a certified written transcript, is insufficient.  Media request forms, procedures, and fees, and a list of approved Transcriptionists are available on the Court’s website, http://www.ca.cjis20.org/home/main/openhowdoi.asp or by calling the Court Administration at 239-252-8800.

After conclusion of the proceedings, if exceptions to the Magistrate’s Report are filed, A COPY OF SAME SHALL BE CONTEMPORANEOUSLY SUBMITTED TO THE MAGISTRATE and the Magistrate shall have reserved jurisdiction to conduct such re-hearing as the Magistrate determines appropriate.  Such reservation shall not restrict the jurisdiction of the circuit court to proceed on the exceptions.
