VOLUNTEER’S AGREEMENT

· Members must serve a minimum of at least one school year.
· Attend one orientation session prior to your court attendance/ review training material with Program Coordinator.
· Observe a Teen Court Hearing.
· The condition of individual Members must be consistent at all times with
Teen Court’s purpose of promoting law abiding behavior, be compatible 

       with common courtroom decorum, and always demonstrate respect for 
                     others with their right to privacy and confidentiality.
· Members who violate the principles or rules of the Teen Court Program will be removed from the program.
· Members shall abide by a professional dress code and, will be neat and clean when appearing in courtroom proceedings.  (Absolutely no jeans, shorts, tank tops, tee shirts, halter tops will be worn in the courtroom.  All shirts are to be tucked in and pants worn to the waist).
· Members are required to observe or shadow the Teen Court Program as instructed by the Teen Court Coordinator, before assuming the roles of defense and prosecuting attorney.
· Members are required to report for all hearings on the day and time assigned; or must notify the Teen Court Office of their reason for being absent prior to the day of Teen Court.
· Members of Teen Court are obligated to do the following:
Participate in each case free of prejudice towards
others race, sex, religion or national origin.
Attend each session of Teen Court with an open and objective
mind.
Members should disqualify themselves if they know the defendant, if they are unable to objectively represent a client, or if they are unable to render a fair and impartial verdict as a juror.

It is further agreed that the Volunteer Member of Teen Court and his/her 
Parent or guardian, understand, agree, and promise to hold harmless, the Court Administrator’s Office and its employees, Lee County and its employees, from any and all actions, or any claims whatsoever, which may arise from participation in any activities of the Teen Court Program.

TEEN COURT 
INFORMATION AND RULES
For the HEALTH, SAFETY and WELFARE of the TEEN COURT PARTICIPANTS, the protection of persons and property of others, and the organization and coordination of activities of the Teen Court Program, it becomes necessary to establish the following rules.  This list is not all-inclusive and will, from time to time, be adapted to meet any emerging problem.  Your compliance with these rules and any established general procedures are mandatory.

1. It is of the utmost importance that you submit a completed monthly schedule to the Teen Court Office.       

2. Keep in mind that you must attend at least once per month to maintain your membership.

3. If you indicate that you are planning to attend Teen Court on a specific evening, and you find that you need to cancel, you must notify the Teen Court Office.
4. If you indicate that you are not going to attend, and later decide that you would like to                               

attend, there is no need to call the office, you may show up that evening.

5. If you serve as an Attorney, you should arrive at the courthouse no later than 5:00 p.m.

You will receive 3.5 hours of Community Service.

6. If you serve as a Juror or Clerk, you should arrive at the courthouse no later than 6:15 p.m. (COURT BEGINS PROMPTLY AT 6:30 pm) you will receive 2.5 hours of Community

Service.

7. One of the stipulations of being a Teen Court Member is that you must keep your academic 

grades up at all times.  When your end of the semester grades are issued, it will be YOUR

responsibility to make sure that a copy is sent to the Teen Court Office.   

8. Once you have signed in, YOU ARE NOT PERMITTED TO                      

LEAVE THE COURTHOUSE UNTIL TEEN COURT IS OVER FOR THE EVENING.

9. There is NO EATING, DRINKING OR GUM CHEWING PERMITTED IN THE 

COURTROOM.

I have read all of the above and will, to the best of my ability, abide by all the rules of the Lee County Teen Court Program.
