ORDER APPROVING INITIAL GUARDIANSHIP PLAN
	
THIS COURT having reviewed the Initial Guardianship Plan filed in the above styled Case on _______________, 20___, and the Clerk’s Report thereon filed on ______________, 20, ___, finds that the Initial Guardianship Plan for the year beginning ___________ and ending _____________, 
1. Meets the needs of the Ward;
1. Authorizes the guardian to act only in areas in which the Ward has been declared incapacitated;
1. Conforms to all other requirements of the Florida Guardianship Law; and
1. Does not seek or provide for additional authority to be delegated to the Guardian which has not heretofore been granted after a hearing, as provided for in section 744.331 of the Statutes.
It is therefore ORDERED and ADJUDGED that the Initial Guardianship Report referred to above is hereby approved and constitutes the authority for the Guardian to act in the forthcoming year, and the Guardian’s powers are limited as set forth therein. It is further ADJUDGED that any attorney appointed by the Court to represent the Ward and review the Initial Guardianship Report is hereby DISCHARGED.
